1. Call to Order and Introduction of New Staff 

President Costamagna called the meeting to order at 6:31 pm and a roll call was conducted.  She then asked 
Ms. Fritz-Krackow to read the NorCal Mission Statement and Vision Statement. 

 
2. Approval of Agenda 

The Board considered approval of the agenda, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting packet.  
President Costamagna noted that the agenda mistakenly omitted the Executive Committee Report which she 
would like to add following the Closed Session.  There being no opposition, the agenda was announced and 
approved as corrected. 

 
3. Approval of Minutes 

The Board considered approval of the minutes of the meeting held August 20, 2025.  Following discussion, 
the following motion was duly made by Mr. Panconi, seconded by Ms. Sloan, and approved by a vote of 9 in 
favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  That the minutes of the meeting of the USTA NorCal Board of Directors held August 20, 
2025, are hereby approved as corrected. 

 
Ms. Norman and Mr. Panconi left the for the Closed Session. 
 
4. Closed Session 

President Costamagna announced that the Board would be going into closed session.  Following the 
conclusion of the closed session, she announced all discussion held during the session was to remain 
confidential; however, it was agreed that the following would be reported in the public minutes: 
 
• Approval of 2026 Junior, Adult, Family & Wheelchair Tournament Sanctions. The sanctions for 2026 Adult, 

Family & Wheelchair Tournaments attached as Exhibit A and the sanctions for 2026 Junior Tournaments as 
set forth on Exhibit B were approved following a motion duly made by Mr. Dickey and seconded by Ms. 
Barnes.  The vote was 9 in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 

 

• Legal Updates.  The Board heard updates on outstanding legal issues. 
 
Legal Counsel Jonathan Madison left the meeting following Closed Session. 
Mr. Walker and Ms. Ehrenfeld returned to the meeting following the Closed Session. 
 
5. Executive Committee Report. 
 The following items were reported out to the Board from the Executive Committee meeting held on 

September 17: 
 

• Donation of Hall of Fame Proceeds to USTA NorCal NJTLs.  President Costamagna announced that on 
September 17, 2025, the Executive Committee authorized the allocation of $20,000 to the four NJTLs that 
are located in the geographic boundaries of USTA NorCal.  The success of the Hall of Fame induction 
ceremony has resulted in proceeds that make this allocation possible.  The approval shortly before the Hall 
of Fame ceremony permitted President Costamagna to announce the allocation during her presentation at 
the Hall of Fame induction ceremony later in the evening.   

 

• Approval 2025 Annual Meeting Rules.  President Costamagna announced that on September 19, 2025 the 
Executive Committee approved the 2025 Annual Meeting Rules attached as Exhibit C.  The approved Rules 
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are substantially in the form used for the 2024 meeting, except that minor edits were made to make the 
rules more consistent with the NorCal Bylaws.  The Executive Committee considered this approval urgent as 
the deadline for delivering this document to Corporate Election Services was the following week. 

 

• Approval of Tournament Sanctions.  The following resolution was approved by the Executive Committee by 
unanimous written consent effective September 25, 2025.  Most sanctions were considered urgent as 
registration for these tournaments have start dates so close to the next board meeting, that waiting for 
approval would likely limit the ability of the organization to properly plan for the events.  The remainder are 
going to organizations that are being sanctioned for the earlier dates and approving them prior to the Board 
meeting will maximize the time each can plan for running the tournaments.

Mr. Pasqua joined the meeting during the Budget Action Item. 
 

6. Action Item: 2026 USTA NorCal Budget 
Mr. Dickey presented the budget that has been recommended for approval by the Budget & Finance 
Committee.  He started by providing an overview of the budget process that starts with the formation of 
operating plans, development of departmental budgets, and presentations by the departments and the 
Committee chairs. 
 

Mr. Dickey then reviewed the budget figures noting that the proposed budget reflects a deficit of $51,796.  
This deficit is due to the balance of expenses remaining on the USTA Growth Catalyst Fund.  He noted that 
USTA NorCal cash reserves will need to be used in order to absorb the deficit budget in 2026. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Mr. Mahir, seconded by Ms. Airola-Murveit, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That the 2026 USTA Northern California Budget is approved as presented.  
 
7. Action Item: 2026 Local Area Coordinator Recruiting Incentive 

Ms. Barnes presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult League Committee to create an incentive 
program for the Local Area Coordinators (LACs) to help grow participation and incentivize LACs to help recruit 
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new players. There is also a first league free incentive for new players that has resulted in an increase in new 
players playing more leagues. These two promotions complement each other as they will reward LACs who 
find new players, and give the new players their first league free.  The proposed budget request was 
calculated based on participation of up to 17 LACs recruiting 20 new players per year. 
 

The proposal was submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this proposal. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Sloan, seconded by Mr. Panconi, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  That, the Local Area Coordinator (LAC) Recruiting Incentive Program that awards $10.00 to 
an LAC for each New Player recruited for an Adult League be extended through the end of 2026 subject to 
the details set forth below: 

 

New Player Definition:  A New Player is defined as a person that: 
• Has never played an Adult League, or 
• Has not played a USTA NorCal Adult League in 4 years. 

 

Maximum Payment:  The Recruiting Incentive is capped 20 players per year (a maximum of $200 
payment per LAC).   

 
Requirements to Receive Payment: 
● New Players must complete a form listing the LAC who encouraged and helped them to play in their 

first USTA NorCal Adult League. 
● New Players must have played at least one match in their first league. 

 

Duration of the Program: The LAC Recruiting Incentive Program will be extended through the end of 
2026.  The Program will be reviewed annually to determine success and continuation in future years.  

 

Incentive Payment Schedule: LACs will be compensated once a quarter in April, July, October, 
January.  

 
RESOLVED FURTHER:  That an additional $3,400 be added to the 2026 NorCal Budget for LAC 
Recruiting Incentive Program. 

 
8. Action Item: Addition of Divisions for Combo Daytime League 

Ms. Barnes presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult League Committee to add the Women’s 8.5 and 
Men’s 6.5, 7.5, and 8.5 to the Combo Daytime League.  Before 2025, only Men’s 5.5 and Women’s 5.5, 6.5, 
and 7.5 divisions were offered.  In 2025 the proposed new divisions were piloted; a Women’s 8.5 league was 
formed with seven teams registered.  There was some interest in the other divisions, but there were not 
enough teams to have a league in 2025.  Adding these divisions later in the year may have contributed to not 
having enough teams for the other divisions.  Ms. Barnes noted that adding more divisions where players 
have shown interest promotes play and aligns with the 35X35 goal by adding more opportunities for players 
to play during the day.   
 

The proposal was submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this proposal. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Mr. Dickey, seconded by Ms. Fritz- Krackow, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  Effective with the 2026 League Championship season, Women’s 8.5 and Men’s 6.5, 7.5, and 
8.5 divisions will be added to the Combo Daytime League. 
 

RESOLVED FURTHER:  That the following be added to the 2026 NorCal Budget for the addition of the 
new Combo Daytime League Divisions:

Regular Season Registrations: Based on 4 viable teams for each division: estimating 
4 teams per division x 4 divisions x 15 players per division x $33 per player

9. Action Item: Flex League Promotions 

Ms. Barnes presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult League Committee to continue one and add two 
new Flex League promotions, all of which will be tracked and maintained by Scala, the partner with which 
NorCal administers the Flex League. 
 

The “Early Bird” discount, proposed to be continued, encourages players to register early to get a better 
price.  Scala, NorCal, and other players will see the registered players in each area as players register.   
 

The proposed new “Activation” discount is similar to “First League Free” for Adult Leagues and is meant to 
target those who have created a Scala account but may be on the fence about trying the product.  Giving 
them a 50% discount may encourage a player to try the Flex League and hopefully they will enjoy it so much 
that they will continue playing in future seasons.  A notification about this promotion would only be sent by 
Scala to the players that created an account but have not tried Flex Leagues 5 days before entries close.  Any 
person taking advantage of this discount represents a growth in revenue of $3.50 per player. 
 

The proposed new “Bring-a-Friend” discount rewards players for bringing new players and also gives the new 
players a discount.  Any person taking advantage of this discount represents a net increase in revenue of $6 
to NorCal (this amount represents the additional revenue coming from the new “Friend,” net of the discount 
to the player that brought the “Friend” in.) 
 

The proposals were submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this 
proposals. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Mr. Davoudzadeh, seconded by Mr. Mahir, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  That the following Early Bird Flex League Promotion, which is reflected in the budget for 
2026, be continued in 2026: 
 

“Early Bird” Promo codes – 20% discount – offered by Scala to past Flex players, and more 
broadly by NorCal via social media, newsletters, banner ads – to encourage early signups filling 
flights and make seasons viable, expires at least a week before the end of registration. 

 
RESOLVED FURTHER: That the following new Flex League Activation and Bring-a-Friend Promotions be 
started in 2026, both of which represent a net income to NorCal if successful.: 
 

“Activation” Discount: Scala reaches out to players who have downloaded the app and created a 
profile, but have never joined a Flex league, offering them a code for 50% off, sent 5 days before 
the season starts. Scala says this has worked well in other areas, getting players to join this (and 
future!) seasons who would not have joined otherwise. We assume this would be a small, but 
interested audience. According to Scala, about 50% of players download the app but never join. Since 
NorCal leagues are so successful, the ratio is better at 36%. In NorCal, about 3,000 players have the 
app, and 1,100 of them haven’t joined a league. Because it’s difficult to re-engage players once 
they’ve seen the app and decided not to join, this discount proves very worthwhile – especially since 
these 'lost' players then join future seasons without a discount. 
 

“Bring-a-Friend” Discount: 20% off for the friend on their first season, and 20% off for the 
referrer on their next season. This not only rewards loyal players and makes them come back, but 
also expands your player base through trusted recommendations reaching players outside of the 
USTA network. 

 
10. Action Item: Mixed 65 & Over Team Event Pilot 

Ms. Barnes presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult League Committee to pilot a new Mixed 65 & 
Over League to give the 65 and over players another opportunity to play a team event.  The Committee 
believes this might also help grow participation within the 65+ age group as this is only a two-day event 
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which is different from a regular 10 match/10 week season league.  Holding this pilot would help NorCal 
determine the level of interest in having a Mixed League for the 65+ age group.  
 

The proposal was submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this proposal. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Airola-Murveit, seconded by Mr. Panconi, 
and approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 
RESOLVED:  That effective 2026, the Mixed 65 & Over Team Event Pilot be approved as follows: 
 

Dates: TBD with a strong possibility of July 25-26, as it doesn’t conflict with Adult 65+ or 70+. 
 

Divisions: 6.0/7.0/8.0 
 

Team Match Format: 3 doubles matches 
 
Divisions & Lowest Rating Permitted*: 
• NTRP Combined Levels: 6.0; Lowest Rating Allowed: 2.5 
• NTRP Combined Levels: 7.0; Lowest Rating Allowed: 3.0 
• NTRP Combined Levels: 8.0; Lowest Rating Allowed: 3.5 
* NorCal may consider 9.0 teams. Lowest ratings: 4.0 
 

Participation Fee: $40/player; entry fee is waived for primary captains 
 

Competition: Each team will play at least 3 matches (two on Saturday and one or two on Sunday).  
When there are two flights in a division, a 2-team final will be played on Sunday.  Players may play in 
only one division. 
 

RESOLVED FURTHER:  That the following be added to the 2026 NorCal Budget for the Mixed 65 & Over 
Team Event Pilot as follows: 

 

Income: Represents net income per player for 48 players per division 
(144 players). $40 per player gross; approx. $33 net after fees.

11. Action Item: First Adult Tournament Discount 

Ms. Airola-Murveit presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult Tournament Committee to allow players 
to try out adult tournaments at a discounted fee.  It is anticipated that this promotion will grow participation, 
especially the unique player numbers.  Participating players are eligible for the Grand Prix and will hopefully 
continue playing in future tournaments.  Growing participation in tournaments would help achieve the 35x35 
goal.  At the end of 2026, a review of whether players that benefited from the promotion played in one or 
more additional tournaments will be done. 
 

The proposal was submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this proposal. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Fritz-Krakow, seconded by Ms. Barnes, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That $2,500 be allocated in the 2026 Budget to refund eligible players 50% of their first USTA 
NorCal-sanctioned adult tournament entry fee, until such time as these funds have been spent.

RESOLVED FURTHER:  The player eligibility requirements shall be as set for the below: 
• The player needs to be a current USTA member and reside in the Northern California section. 
• The player needs to be in good standing. 
• The player has not played in an Adult USTA NorCal-sanctioned tournament since January 1, 2021. 
• Participation in a USTA-sanctioned junior tournament does not affect eligibility. 
 

RESOLVED FURTHER:  The player needs to apply for the promotion using a form designated by USTA 
NorCal, and register for the tournament.  Provided funds remain available, upon verification by staff that 
the player meets the eligibility requirements, and upon the completion of the tournament, the player will be 
refunded 50% of the entry fee.  If the player plays in two divisions, the 50% will apply to the more 
expensive event. 
 

12. Action Item: Adult Tournaments Sportsmanship Awards Program 
Ms. Airola-Murveit  presented the Action Item proposed by the Adult Tournament Committee to create a new 
sportsmanship program for adult tournament players.  Currently, the only sportsmanship award given is at 
the Annual Adult Competition Awards.  The Committee believes that recognizing outstanding sportsmanship 
throughout the year will encourage great sportsmanship and demonstrate the important role it has in tennis.  
The choice of a pin enables recipients to display them on their tennis bags, in view of other players, which 
may result in new players becoming interested in tournaments. 
 

The funds for this program are currently in the 2025 budget.  The projected expenditures totaling $2K are as 
follows: 
 
• $1,850 for sportsmanship pins (based on 185 tournaments x 2 pins per event = 370 pins x $5 per pin) 
• $150 shipping cost to ship pins to players.  
 

The proposal was submitted to the Budget & Finance Committee for review and is in support of this proposal. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Mr. Pascua, seconded by Ms. Barnes, and 
approved by a vote of 10 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That, beginning January 1, 2026, and out of the funds currently allocated in the 2025 
Budget, the following Adult Tournament Sportsmanship Award Program is hereby approved set forth 
below: 

 

Adult Tournament Sportsmanship Awards Program  
USTA NorCal wants to focus on sportsmanship in the Adult Tournaments program.  To accomplish this, 
USTA NorCal is launching a sportsmanship program that recognizes great sportsmanship experienced at 
tournaments. 
 

• Sportsmanship Pins:  Players will be given the opportunity to nominate their fellow competitors for 
great sportsmanship after a match or even during the event. The nominating player will complete a 
form after the match is over explaining how the nominee displayed great sportsmanship.  All nominated 
players will receive a Sportsmanship Pin that will be sent out by staff, one per player per year. 

 

• Resource for Determining Annual Sportsmanship Award Winners.  The nomination forms will be 
reviewed by the Adult Tournament Committee annually to assist in the selection of the Sportsmanship 
Award winners at the Adult Competition Award ceremony 

 
13. Consent Calendar 

President Costamagna directed the Board’s attention to the Consent Calendar that was distributed with the 
meeting packet and noted that there are: 
• 1 recommendation being made by the Adult League Committee 
• 1 recommendation being made by the Adult Tournament Committee 
 

President Costamagna explained that any Director may unilaterally request that an item be removed from the 
Consent Calendar for individual consideration apart from the Consent Calendar.  She also noted that simple 
questions, clarifications, or short amounts of dialogue relative to an item on the Consent Calendar may be 
discussed after the motion to approve the Consent Calendar. 
 

President Costamagna asked if any Director intended to pull any recommendation.  She requested that the 
Adult Tournament Committee Item be withdrawn from consideration in its entirety as it places restrictions on 
how and when amendments to adult tournament regulations may be amended which would be better served 
by an internal operational guideline rather than a strict policy. 
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There being no objection to pulling this item, a motion to adopt the Consent Calendar was duly made by Ms. 
Sloan and seconded by Mr. Mahir.  Following discussion, the following motion was approved by a vote of  10 
in favor, 0 opposed, and 0 abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That items listed on the Consent Calendar attached as Exhibit D are hereby approved. 
 
14. Volunteer Task Force Update 

Ms. Sloan provided an updated on the Volunteer Task Force.  She announced that NorCal is working on a 
Volunteer Hub platform to identify each volunteer opportunity with clear job descriptions, including whether 
Safe Play certification is required.  The platform will not be ready by the Section Connection, but there will be 
a volunteer table on site for recruiting.  A volunteer handbook will also be written, and it will include an 
onboarding outline.  A mentoring system will also be formed so that volunteers can transition to new 
volunteer positions, and volunteer incentives and recognition will be part of the overall effort to create a 
strong volunteer presence in NorCal. 

 
15. Advocacy Task Force Update 

Mr. Paconi reviewed the Advocacy Task Force recommendations related to facility advocacy, as well as 
recommendations for blended courts/use of non-traditional spaces, youth, adult play, and community 
engagement, and schools.  The Task Force seeks to incorporate these recommendations into the NorCal 
Strategic Plan.  The goal is to make an impact in 2026 through retention of tennis courts; creation of 
partnerships with clubs; strengthened relationships with communities; and making tennis more visible, 
accessible, inclusive, for lifetime play.  The Task Force also seeks to build a network of parents and 
ambassadors and will work closely with the Volunteer Task Force. 

 
16. Delegated Authority Decision Report 

President Costamagna directed the Board’s attention to the report of decisions made by Committees that 
were within the clearly defined scope of authority that the Board has delegated to the Committees in the 
applicable Committee Charters, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting packet.  She noted that the 
report contains the following decisions: 
• Consideration of 17 grievances filed with the Adult Leagues Grievance Committee 
• Consideration of 160 NTRP Self-Rate appeals filed with the NTRP Self-Rate Appeals Committee 
• Consideration of 1 medical appeals filed with the Adult Leagues Medical Appeals Committee 
• Consideration of 1 appeal and 4 grievances filed with the Sportsmanship Committee 
• An approved change in the date of the 2026 Mixed 40 playoffs. 
 

President Costamagna explained that if the Board disagrees with any action, it may consider taking further 
action as it deems appropriate.  Following the presentation of the Report, the Directors had neither questions, 
comments, nor objections to the actions taken by the Committees. 
 

17. New & Returning Organization Members 
Mr. Ahmad presented the report of 1 new and 4 returning Organization Members since the last time the 
Board met on August 20, 2025, so that the Board may fulfill its obligation to review such report pursuant to 
USTA NorCal Bylaw III.D. 

 
18. Treasurer’s Report 

Mr. Dickey reported that the financial statements for August 2025 were distributed with the meeting packet.  
He reported the following: 
• Year to date, the bottom line is favorable by $239K, with expenses favorable by $62K, and revenue 

favorable by 613K 
• The forecast for 2025 is positive, with bottom line favorable by $85K, expenses unfavorable by $473K,  and 

revenue favorable at 601K 
 
19. President’s Report 
 President Costamagna highlighted the following items from her report: 

 

• Quorum to Date for Upcoming Annual Meeting.  President Costamagna announced that proxies received for 
the upcoming Annual Meeting represent are currently 4% of the voting strength, and 51% needed.  Mr. 
Ohmad will send a Google Sheet with organization names and contacts to board members in order to 
contact member organizations.   Proxies must be returned before the October 27th deadline. 

 

• Call to Action of Directors.  President Costamagna stressed that Board members are the volunteer face of 
USTA NorCal. Engagement is more than just attending Board meetings.  Directors need to be involved, 
engaged and present at the multitude of NorCal events, big and small.  Going forward, volunteer activity 
sheets will be circulated to facilitate more participation by Directors. 
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President Costamagna encouraged the Directors to review her full report in greater detail. 
 

20. Executive Director’s Report 
In addition to the NorCal program statistics and written report included in the meeting packet, Ms. 
Verhoeven’s in-meeting presentation included the following: 
 

• Red Ball Family Day.  The USTA conducted it biggest Red Ball tennis event to date across the country. In 
NorCal, Red Ball for All took place on September 13 at SPARK Social in San Francisco, a multi-use food 
truck and recreation facility.  The soccer field area was transformed into a red ball hub for the community 
with NorCal’s nets. The marketing team partnered with the SPARK Social team to leverage its digital reach, 
which helped NorCal secure over 600 registrations leading into the event. 

 

• Section Connection - November 1.  Ms. Verhoeven encouraged Board members to attend Section 
Connection, NorCal’s annual community event that brings together volunteers, providers, players, and 
tennis enthusiasts for a day of skill-building, learning, and networking.  The Annual Meeting will be held in 
the afternoon, and the Volunteer Recognition Dinner will be held in the evening. The goal is to have 350 
participants. 

 

• 2nd Annual Officials Summit - November 14-16.  Ms. Verhoeven announced that the Officials Summit, an 
event supported by the Growth Catalyst Fund, will take place in SoCal this year.  This special event 
recognizes the passion, professionalism, and dedication our Officials bring to the sport of tennis. Attendees 
will enjoy opportunities for learning, connection, and celebration as we come together to strengthen our 
statewide officiating community. 

 

Ms. Verhoeven asked the Directors to review her written report for other important information, including 
important events happening during the next several months. 
 

21. Delegate’s Report 
 Ms. Sloan highlighted the following items from her report: 

 

• NIL in College Sports.  An effort to preserve college tennis in the NIL environment, the USTA has engaged a 
consultant to explore strategies to help safeguard and enhance college programs. 

 

• High School Tennis.  The USTA is promoting both the use of WTN and Serve Tennis for high school tennis.  
The Serve Tennis platform has been piloting new features of the platform to manage high school matches, 
with over 150K players now in the system. 

 

• Community Tennis Development Workshop (CTDW).  The CTDW has returned to the USTA calendar and will 
take place in Grapevine, Texas - February 19-21, 2026. 

 

• Call Items from USTA Semiannual Meeting.  The following amendments supported by NorCal were approved 
by at the USTA Semiannual Meeting: 
- Bylaw amendment proposal that eliminates the requirement that a detailed two-year budget for the 

succeeding calendar years be distributed to the USTA Board and Executive Council by August 15 of each 
odd-numbered year, and replaces it with a requirement that a preliminary budget for the succeeding year 
be presented on January 2 of each year; the requirement that the final budget for a calendar year be 
distributed by January 2 of each year remains; and 

- Amendment to the USTA Regulations to add provisions related to Para-Standing Tennis. 
 
22. Adjournment 

Prior to adjourning, Ms. Airola-Murveit shared her experience with the successful use of the Play Replay line 
calling system at the Grand Prix tournament. 
 

Following the announcement that the next meeting will be in person on Wednesday, December 10, 2025, 
with no objection, the meeting was adjourned at 9:10 pm.

EXHIBIT C 
USTA Northern California 

2025 Annual Meeting Rules 
 
Corporate Election Services has been appointed as the independent Inspector of Election for the 2025 
Annual Meeting of the Association and will adhere to the USTA NorCal Bylaws and the following rules 
as adopted by the USTA NorCal Executive Committee, except when such rules are inconsistent with 
the Bylaws. 
 
1. Time Period for Turning in Ballots Rule – At the Annual Meeting, the Inspector of Election will distribute 

ballots to all appointed proxy holders that are present. Proxy holders will be given one hour to complete their 
ballot and turn the ballot into the Inspector of Election. 
 

2. Proxy Deadline Rule – Members will not be allowed to vote at the annual meeting unless a proxy has been 
properly completed and returned to the Inspector of Election by 5:00 p.m. PDT, October 27, 2025. Proxies 
received after 5:00 p.m. PDT, October 27, 2025 will be considered invalid and not counted. 

 
3. “Or” and “Slash” Rule – If more than one individual is appointed as proxy holder (e.g. Mr. Smith or Mr. Jones, 

Mr. Smith/Mr. Jones), the individual named first will be considered the primary proxy holder and all other 
appointed proxy holders will be considered alternate proxy holders. At the Annual Meeting, a ballot will be 
given to the primary proxy holder. If the primary proxy holder does not attend the Annual Meeting, the ballot 
will be given to the first listed alternate proxy holder. If the first listed alternate proxy holder does not attend 
the Annual Meeting the ballot will be given to the next listed proxy holder. 

 
4. “And” Rule – If more than one individual is appointed as proxy holder (e.g. Mr. Smith and Mr. Jones), one 

ballot will be given to both appointed proxy holders and both appointed proxy holders must complete and 
sign the ballot. If both appointed proxy holders cannot complete and sign the ballot, the ballot will be invalid. 

 
5. No Splitting/No Assigning Rule – A proxy cannot be split. A proxy cannot be assigned. 
 
6. Secretary/Blank/NorCal Rule – Proxies made out in blank, or to NorCal, the Secretary of NorCal or a staff 

member of NorCal, either by name or title, shall be voted for the restatement of the Bylaws and shall be 
divided equally between the candidates on the slate. Conflicting Instruction Rule – A proxy is invalid when 
conflicting instructions given on a specific proxy by a member organization cannot be resolved by the 
Nomination Committee. 

 
7. Chain of Command Rule – If a member organization submits more than one proxy signed by different people 

within the organization, the proxy signed by the person higher in the chain of command (i.e. with more 
authority) within the organization is the valid proxy holder. The chain of command or order of hierarchy 
followed by the Nomination Committee historically is: owner, president, vice president, secretary, treasurer, 
general manager, manager, tennis director, tennis pro and member. For example, if the tennis pro appoints 
Mr. Jones on October 15 and the president appoints Mr. Smith on October 1, the valid proxy belongs to Mr. 
Smith because the president has greater authority than the tennis pro. Note that, in this case, the date is not 
the determining factor. A proxy signed by a member having none of the foregoing titles, and which fails to 
demonstrate that the organization has conferred proxy authority on the member, will not be counted. It is 
hoped that the above will resolve all conflicts. However, if it appears that unusual circumstances require the 
application of different rules, the matter may be submitted to vote by the Board of Directors. 

 
8. Later Dated Rule – If a member organization submits more than one proxy signed by the same person on 

different dates naming different proxy holders, the later dated proxy form is the valid one. For example, if 
the President of XYZ Club signed a proxy form on October 1 naming Mr. Jones as proxy holder and signed 
another form dated October 15 naming Mr. Smith as proxy holder, the valid proxy is the one signed on 
October 15 naming Mr. Smith as proxy holder.  

 
9. Current Member Rule – If an organization is not a current member at the time of the proxy deadline, the 

proxy made by such organization is not valid. The Organization must have a current valid membership as of 
September 30, 2025. 

 
10. Membership Votes Rule – An organization’s number of votes is determined by multiplying the number of 

openings on the board of directors (7 in 2025) by the number of votes outlined in Article IV, Section C of the 
USTA Northern California bylaws: Clubs as defined in the Bylaws of the USTA shall have 15 votes plus five 
votes for each tennis court up to a maximum of 95 votes. Schools, colleges, or universities that do not have 



   

permanent tennis court(s) shall have one vote. Schools, colleges and universities that have permanent tennis 
court(s) shall have 25 votes. All other Organization Members shall have 25 votes. 

 
11. Quorum Rule – Quorum is over 50% of the organization membership’s total eligible votes. If a quorum is not 

established by the Annual Meeting, the election will have to be rescheduled. 
 
12. Quorum Motion Rule – If there is no quorum at the time of the proxy deadline, then the Nomination 

Committee shall be empowered to extend the deadline to solicit proxies for 24 hours. All proxies received 
after the deadline must be voted for the slate of candidates nominated by the Nominating Committee. If a 
quorum is not established by the Annual Meeting, the election will have to be rescheduled. 

 
13. Notice to Proxy Holders of Disputed Proxies Rule – Appointed proxy holders for which disputed proxies have 

been received will be notified by the Inspector of Election of a disputed proxy. Proxy holders should respond 
to the Inspector of Election by e-mail. If no response is received, the Inspector of Election will call the 
appointed proxy holder. 

 
14. Notice of Total Proxies Submitted Rule – The Inspector of Election will notify all proxy holders and Board of 

Director members by e-mail by 12:00 noon PDT on, Friday, October 31, 2025, of the names of organizations 
assigned to each proxy holder, the number of proxy votes they have been assigned, quorum percentage and 
the total organization proxy votes. 

 
15. Response to Proxy Inquiries – Callers requesting information about superseded proxies are to be notified that 

those proxies are subject to Nomination Committee review. No details of the proxy superseding the caller’s 
proxy will be given. All items included in the Annual Meeting mailing (Notice of Annual Meeting, Agenda, 
Nominating Committee Slate letter, Proxy/Delegate Designation form and Organization Proxy Signers form) 
and a listing of membership organizations allowed to vote will be published on the USTA Northern California 
website. 

 
16. Election Procedures – The Inspector of Election will bring electronic equipment to the Annual Meeting to 

tabulate ballots.

RESOLVED:  That the waiver request submitted for the MCINNIS PK 65AM9.0A team to compete at the 2025 
Adult 65 & Over National Invitational in the Men’s 9.0 division be approved.   
 

Rationale: The captain that applied for the waiver is the only captain to register a team for the Men’s 9.0 
division for the NorCal 2025 Adult 65 League.  Because there was only one team registered, the division could 
not be played.  The USTA permits a Section to submit a waiver for a 9.0 team to participate in the USTA
